II.  HOW THIS SCHOLARSHIP APLICATION RELATES TO YOUR CHILD’S SCHOOL APPLICATION 
At about the same time you are completing an application for your child to attend the private school you have chosen and whatever financial aid forms the school requires, this Scholarship Application should be filled out and sent to Freedom 22.  (You may also want to send a copy to the school you have chosen.)

Therefore, three forms must be completed.  The (1) admission application and (2) school financial application should be sent to the school, and (3) Freedom 22 scholarship application should be sent to us.  Freedom 22 generally calculates financial aid according to the formula used by the school a student attends.  So you may be able to receive additional guidance by speaking with the school about its relationship with this scholarship program.

III.  PARENT SUPPORT FOR FREEDOM SCHOLARS
Enrolling in a private school is truly a family affair.  Both students and parents must be committed to academic and personal success at the new school.  Because Freedom 22 is concerned that its scholarship students have support at least as strong as that enjoyed by other students, it requests parents to consider and respond to the following thoughts from some of the area private schools.

Students enrolled at demanding private schools need a number of things from their parents, including:

· Praise and support for the greater commitment required 


of the students

· Daily checking that homework is completed (at least until 


students have a proven habit of completing all homework)

· Attendance at all school conferences

· A cooperative response to any challenges that arise

· A visible positive relationship between parents and school

Sometimes the expectations for parent involvement at private schools are greater than at public schools, so we ask that you visit the school you would like your child to attend and discuss both (1) the value of your child’s attendance at that school and (2) the role you could play in making that attendance successful.
